Se forma el pasado simple de los
verbos regulares afiadiendo -ed al
infinitivo:

The film started at six.

= La pelicula empezd a las seis.

He walked for six miles.
= Anduvo seis millas.

Los verbos irregulares tienen una
forma diferente (excepto BE, que
tiene dos: WAS y WERE):

I was in Bath last year. It was
a Roman town. The Romans
were excellent architects. They
built beautiful buildings.

= Estuve en Bath el afio pasado.
Era una ciudad romana. Los
romanos eran excelentes
arquitectos. Contruian hermosos

La forma negativa del pasado
simple se hace usando didn't y
afiadiendo el infinitivo del verbo
principal, pero para el verbo BE
se usa wasn't / weren't):

William the Conqueror
wasn't a tall man. Men
weren't very tall in those
days. They didn't eat a
balanced diet.

= Guillermo el Conquistador
no era un hombre alto. Los
hombres no eran muy altos
en aquella época. No comian
una dieta equilibrada.

El verbo HAVE (GOT) también
usa did en pasado:

They didn't see the car
coming.

La forma interrogativa del
presente simple se hace usando
did + S + V. Para el verbo BE
se usa was / were + S:

Were you late or did you
arrive on time?

= ¢Llegaste tarde o llegaste
puntual?

What did I tell you? Was I
right or not?

= ¢Qué te dije? éTenia
razén o no?

El verbo HAVE (GOT) también
usa did en pasado:

Did you have any problems
with the second question?

= ¢Tuviste algun problema
con la segunda pregunta?

La -ed final se pronuncia como
una /t/ sorda si el verbo termina
en una de estas consonantes
sordas: /p/, I/, Itfl, Isl, I]/, If]

dropped, asked, reached,
passed, crashed, laughed

Si el verbo termina en una vocal o
una consonante sonora, la -ed se
pronuncia como una /d/ sonora:

call — called; stay - stayed;
continue - continued




EXPRESIONES DE TIEMPO

PAST SIMPLE / PAST CONTINUOUS

Cuando usamos el pasado simple a
menudo usamos expresiones de tiempo
pasado (se refieren a un periodo de
tiempo terminado):

I arrived yesterday / last week / last
night /last year / last Tuesday / two
hours ago / in June / this morning (si ya
es por la tarde) .

En las historias el pasado continuo se usa para las
descripciones, y el pasado simple se usa para acciones y
sucesos:

The woman was sitting in front of the TV, but she wasn't
watching it. She was looking out of the window, and she was
thinking about him. Suddenly, the phone rang. She stood up
and picked it up. She heard another woman's voice.
